The British New Guinea series were initially printed on thick paper with watermark horizontal and with a rather opaque appearance. All values to 1/- were initially printed in 1901, with
the 2/6 value being added later in 1905. The ‘sickle flaw’ appears prominently in the early printings, then less so, having finally disappeared in the later printings. It seems that it
appears prominently on both watermarks of the thick paper, and may appear on the thin paper vertical values excluding the 6d.
