According to H. Croaker the Small Papua Lakatoi series was printed in two issues using the Vignette stone III. This stone was made from the original De La Rue Plate A and developed five 
different States reflecting flaws resulting from use and retouches and produced five vignette varieties common to all values. The stone went through 5 states of development over two 
issues producing slightly different versions of the “Pole to Sail”. The series was first printed in 1908 and 1909, with the watermark Upright and reflected States 1, 2 and 3. State 1: a faint 
oblique line cutting the vertical rigging line of the right hand sail, State 2: the oblique line cutting the vertical rigging line has become darker, and State 3: another parallel oblique line 
appears to the right of the oblique line that cuts the vertical rigging line.
